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Message from Your Finance Committee

T he Finance Committee, in conjunction with the Ministry Area Chairper-
sons, has been working diligently to come up with a balanced budget for
the year 2009. T hrough their efforts, the projected budget has been re-
duced to $498,000, which is $18,000 below the 2008 budget of $516,000.
This is a significant accomplishment considering the budget includes ex-
pected increases in energy and the United Methodist Conference costs.

T he result of this effort still leaves the church $80,000 short of having a
balanced budget. Y our help is needed to correct the financial problem fac-
ing the church for the upcoming year. T he level of pledges for 2009 is
down $78,000 from the $430,912 pledged in 2008. T o solve the financial
problem requires the equivalent of each family unit attending church to
increase their weekly giving to the church by at least $5. Please consider
doing this or more, so that we can maintain our current levels of ministry
and mission.
